Foundation Laying of Cancer Bhavan ( Building ) at Banepa, Nepal
Foundation Laying Program :

On 24 May 2004, the foundation of Cancer Bhavan (Building) was laid jointly by the Chairman, NNCTR / INCTR Nepal and the Vice Chairman, NCRS, Kabhre Branch, Banepa in an impressive ceremony at Banepa.


The Cancer Bhavan is being built for multiple objectives of carrying the many different activities in the field of cancer in Nepal. The offices of NNCTR/INCTR Nepal and NCRS Kabhre Branch will be located in the building. It will also serve related activities such as cancer network, training programs, cancer clinic, drug store/s and other professions for generating income.

Estimated Cost :

The estimated cost of the construction of the building is Rs. 4.4 million. The Banepa Municipality has provided 8 annas ( 2,738 sq. feet ) of land free of cost. The initial work is being undertaken with an amount of Rs. 1.6 million, its own fund from local donations. The balance of the estimated amount is to be met from donations from native and foreign individuals and organizations.

While the ownership of the building lies with NCRS Kabhre Branch, Banepa a written agreement between it and NNCTR / INCTR Nepal, as a sister organization, has been made for free use of the building for cancer related activities. We are confident that the building will contribute further in the field of cancer related activities in Nepal.

With the advice, suggestions and support of INCTR Belgium, NNCTR/INCTR Nepal is carrying on various activities at different levels in coordination with local GO's, NGO's , NCRS branches, local communities, hospitals, etc. in some districts of Nepal, Such as cancer education programs, cervical cancer screening , palliative care program seminars and orientation program regarding medication and policy, training, etc.
