Recent Activities of NNCTR / INCTR Nepal :

More than 15000 persons have had the benefit of cancer education while more than 17000 married women in the age group 30-60 years underwent cervical cancer screening . Under a palliative care education program, training has been given to many health workers, doctors and nurses. Seminars and workshops have been held. Arrangements have also been made for the supply of medicines. Exercises have been undertaken concerning the formulation of policy and establishment and operation of  centers. As a result, a positive attitude towards  cancer has become noticeable among the general public. A large number of health workers have made use of the opportunity to acquire the technique skills and knowledge about cancer. The positive indication can be regarded as of great benefit for Nepal.


Under the NNCTR / INCTR plan for 2004 , 125 programs relating to cancer education for 9,000 persons was envisaged. As of December 2003 to March 2004, 2700 persons have received cancer education and the program is being expanded in the field.
